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Faculty Continue Active Research
and Scholarly Activities

The Anthropology faculty continued
its active record of scholarship. The
faculty published 35 scholarly works
that include one book, book chapters,
articles, abstracts and 17 monographs.
The unit continued its practice of
publishing in both basic and applied
research areas.

Christopher Hill
authored  six
refereed publica-
tions  during
2003. These in-
cluded articles in
Current  Re-
search in the
Pleistocene and |
abstracts in the
Society for
American Archaeology Program Ab-
stracts, the Third International Mam-
moth Conference, and the Interna-
tional Quaternary Association Con-
gress (Stratigraphy and Geochronol-
ogy Session). In addition he pub-
lished three unrefereed abstracts in
the Workshops on Anthropology Ab-
stracts, National Research Centre,
Cairo. During the calendar year he
delivered two posters and three pres-
entations at national and international
meetings. He contributed peer re-
views for the Idaho Archaeologist
and Geoarchaeology: An Interna-
tional Journal, and submitted two
faculty research grant proposals. His
proposal for research into the
“Quaternary Stratigraphy and Land-
scape Evolution in the Upper Mis-
souri Basin, North America” was
funded by CSSPA. He has submitted
a manuscript for peer review to
Geoarchaeology: An International
Journal, and continues his active

geoarchaeological research program in
Egypt and Western North America. He
has three publications in preparation
including Geoarchaeology (a second
edition text with G. Rapp) to be pub-
lished by Yale University.

Dr. Hill’s professional activities in-
cluded serving as a member of the
Committee for the Douglass Kellogg
Fund, Co-Chair of the Geoarchaeology
Interest Group, and as Organizer and
Chair of the 2003 Fryxell Symposium,
for the Society for American Archae-
ology. In addition, he served on the
Management Board of the Archaeologi-
cal Geology Division and on the Joint
Technical Committee for the Geologi-
cal Society of America. Some high-
lights for 2004 include two papers ac-
cepted for Current Research in the
Pleistocene, four peer-reviewed ab-
stracts published, and two peer-
reviewed papers in press. During the
summer Dr. Hill also conducted field
work as a visiting scholar at the Colum-
bia Gorge Discovery Center excavating
an Ice Age fossil site.
