Her presentation
will be on “Native
Environmentalism at the Brink
of the Millennium.”

SHOSHONE-PAIUTE
RANCHING
HERITAGE PROJECT

The Ranching Heritage
Project on the Duck Valley
Indian Reservation is nearing
completion. Following the col-
lection of hundreds of pho-
tographs, over twenty hours of
audio and video-taped inter-
views, and the documentation
of a variety of ranching skills
and techniques, Robert McCarl
and technical assistant Steve
Jackson are currently develop-
ing the framework for the CD-
Rom “magazine.” The maga-
zine will feature selected ele-
ments from the collection with-
in a narrative framework. With
the research assistance of
Tommi White, McCarl and
Jackson are digitalizing images,
sounds and documents for
inclusion in the CD-Rom for-
mat. A second CD-Rom will
contain complete copies of the
documentary material for
inclusion in the tribal and
ethnographic archives. The
project, funded through a State
Board of Education Grant, will
be completed by the end of
January:.
